Including accepting or rejecting this contract in writing within ten
working days after receipt of DO rated or five days after receipt if DX rated. If rejected, the reason(s) for such
rejection shall be included in the notice to the Buyer.

Seller
agrees to hold Buyer harmless from, defend Buyer against, and indemnify Buyer for all costs, expenses, and offsets
Buyer may incur as a consequence of violations of this clause by Seller or by Seller's subcontractors or suppliers.
